She was taken to the veterinarian for a complete exam and her insulin was reduced and split into two daily doses.
Callie’s foster mom diligently monitored her glucose levels daily to determine the best dose of insulin. Callie
started to feel better and when she was taken to an enclosed field, she would run out of sheer joy even though
she could not see where she was going. Little did she know the best was yet to come!

With Callie’s diabetes under control, Brookline sent her to an ophthalmologist who determined that she was a
candidate for cataract surgery. It was an expensive procedure but because of generous donations to Brookline,
Callie was able to have the surgery and has regained all of her sight. These days, a fit and trim Callie enjoys
gazing out of windows and playing fetch again. This sweet girl has found her home and realizes what a lucky
girl she is.
